“I’m just excited to be
here,” she said. “I’ve watched the homeowner family take all of this in and I can see what it means to them.”

For Bryan Hudson and Quinton Santini, the opportunity to work alongside the families and become part of the
giving-back process solidifies what it means to be Whirlpool employees.

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Tip of the Day

Hammering nails can be tricky and frustrating if you
don’t have a lot of experience. When you set the nail,
try to angle it a little. This will allow the hammer to
follow the arc of its natural path so you won’t bend
too many nails. Don’t use the hammer

to “push” in the nails. Try to use
your elbow to power your swing
and not your wrist or shoulder. It
will take fewer swings to sink the
nail. Great job today and good
luck tomorrow! y
